From London we 
travelled to Pontypridd and had the most wonderful week 
meeting the friends that Adi had made over 3 years ago 
when he was a part of a 6 week cultural exchange with 
Temple Baptist Church. We appreciated people’s openness 
and sincerity and left there feeling immensely encouraged 
and refreshed.  Then we headed north to Llandudno where 
we spent a week with the Platt family where we were able 
to dedicate time to talking through some of the transitions 
and changes that we are going through at the moment. It 
was such a privilege to be able to devote an entire week to 
this and we certainly felt blessed by the experience.  
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Even though we thoroughly enjoyed our time in Australia and the UK, both of us were very keen 
to get back to friends and family in Timisoara.

On our way home from the conference we took a slight detour to visit one of our old colleagues 
Ciprian Rotas, his wife Mari and baby daughter. Cipy and his family are involved in outreach to 
several Roma (gypsy) communities in Auid. Their 
ministry is twofold; to bring the gospel to these 
communities and also encourage the children to 
attend school. Adi and I as ‘Nas Rosu’ and ‘Raza 
de Soare’ (Red Nose & Sunshine) assisted them in 
an open air children’s program that they regularly 
hold at a local park.  It was a real eye opener to us 
as to just how much there is to be done in 
communities all over Romania, but at the same 
time we were greatly encouraged at the hard work 
that Cipy and his family are involved in so 
passionately. 
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Through our team leader we found out about a training in “Gospel Illusions” that was to be run 
by the “Fellowship of Christian Magicians UK” in mid June. Over the week long training Adi had 
the opportunity to learn more about gospel illusion and also meet other Romanians who are 
interested in sharing the gospel through illusions. These relationships have continued and we 
have decided to keep meeting bimonthly to share ideas and encourage one another. Adi is also 
working on a webpage of resources for this group.  
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Once again this summer, Adi was given the chance to work alongside 
the Irish charity, World Basic Food for two weeks. But because of 
changes to visa laws for Romanians entering the Republic of Moldova, 
the work was limited to villages in the Timis County. Our time was 
spent buying food, packaging and distributing food packages. Adi also 
got to use his clowning skills in one of the villages, which both the kids 
and adults alike loved.  
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Knowing Adi would be busy with the Irish team, 
I decided to lend a hand to a few of my friends 
who were holding a camp for young adults who 
live on the streets. Adi had worked with most of 
the young adults who attended the camp when he 
worked at the Day Centre, and I had meet some of 
them too, but honestly I had no idea what I was 
getting myself in for.  It was a hard, but 
encouraging week as I came to understand more 
the highs and lows of my friends who work with 
the homeless.

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Summer also brought us some welcome visitors. Our first visitors were missionaries Roslyn & 
David Beduhn. Although their work is mainly focused in Papua New Guinea, God brought them 
to Europe this year and we were blessed to have them with us for a week as they served a centre 
for disadvantaged children and preached in villages around Socodor.  Our second visitors were 
Jill, Kate & Luke Oborn. This was the first time for us to have a visitor with younger children and 
they were a joy to have. We spent time in Timisoara, helped on an outing with disabled children 
to a local swimming pool and assisted in running a children’s program in Deta, a town outside of 
Timisoara.  We loved having these visits and were sad to say goodbye to these friends.   
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Martin & Ruth, our friends from Wealdstone Baptist Church, London, joined Adi, Cristina and 
myself along with Paul & Mada, two friends from our local church and ventured out to Socodor 
for the third year running to hold the annual Vacation Bible School. This year we had the 
opportunity to hold the VBS in not just one village but two this year! So we held a three day 

program focusing on “Who is Jesus” in 
both Socodor and Varsand, a village 
right on the border with Hungary. In 
Socodor around 40 kids attended 
(which is less than in previous years), 
but in Varsand we had over 60 kids 
coming (and even some parents too). 
The children in each village enjoyed 
themselves as through songs, drama, 
bible stories, craft, memory verses and 
games they learnt about the character 
and purpose of Jesus.  
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Before returning to Romania we found out about a “National conference for creative workers 
dedicated to the younger generation” that would take place in September. Immediately we were 
excited at this opportunity not only for ourselves but also for Adi’s cousins who have taken over 
running the children’s work in Socodor. Later, Adi discovered that he knew the people who were 
running the conference and in talking with them, they invited Adi to run an elective on 
“Evangelistic Balloon Modelling”. It was a great opportunity to share with other people what Adi 
has learnt from others all over the globe. In Romania, 
presenting the gospel by using balloons is something 
relatively new and Adi thought that no one would attend 
the elective. He was pleasantly surprised that 26 people 
attended and later he was greatly encouraged by the 
positive feedback that he received. Adi also made contact 
with two other Romanian Christian clowns and they hope 
to collaborate in the future. We are sure that everyone who 
attended the conference was encouraged and equipped in 
sharing God’s word with children and we hope to be able to 
collaborate with “Alo Copii” who organised this event in 
the future.

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Summer is always a time of change here in Romania and 
this summer we farewelled friends such as Tyler who had 
been part of the team for almost 3 years and Carrie a close 
friend who left for the USA with her Romanian fiancé, 
Adi. (Yes, more foreign girls snapping up the Romanian 
boys.)  We joined with other friends from church, Roxi 
and Feli, as they celebrated their marriage and also headed 
back to Socodor to celebrate the marriage of Adi’s cousin 
Cornel.  Another celebration was the baptism of three of 
Adi’s cousin’s - Beni, Ionela and Cornel.  
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Now that summer is over, we need to turn our thoughts to how we will spend our time day-to-
day.  As we mentioned in our previous newsletters, Adi and I will be focusing on encouraging 
and equipping local churches to reach out to children in their churches and in their communities.  
This summer has been very encouraging and profitable as we have made many links with others 
with this same vision. We intend to deepen these relationships and seek how we can collaborate 
with them in the future. We will also be looking out for opportunities to serve local churches 
through running programs and trainings. Something new for the both of us is that we will be 
getting involved in helping run Sunday school at our local church. I will be helping lead the 10-
11yr olds whilst Adi will be helping lead the youth (12 & 13 yr olds). This will be a challenge for 
both of us, but we are excited to see what God will teach us through this and how we can be an 
encouragement to the children within our own church.  I will still visit the orphanages in Lugoj 
once a week and assist where I can.  Also, I will be back helping out with the playgroup that 
Sfante Treime holds each week. Adi is thinking to help out back at the day centre for the 
homeless once a week, as they are running short on staff. He wants to assist a friend who has an 
entire shed full of wheelchairs, beds and walkers that need to be repaired for distribution. Also, 
both us will be devoting time to studying our second languages, considering that Adi needs to 
pass an English test to be accepted into Bible college. There will certainly be no lack of things for 
us to be involved in, but we will need wisdom to know how to spend our time wisely in this last 
year we have, before returning to Australia for Bible College this time next year.  
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I know that many of you are curious as to our living situation, and finally we can break the 
suspense. After much thought and prayer, we talked with International Teams and our sending 
church and have come to the decision to continue to stay with Adi's parents over this next year. 
The two main reasons for this are; to be able to spend more time with Adi's parents, considering 
that we will be gone for 3-4 years for Bible College in Australia and the other reason is to be able 
to save money to help pay for Bible college fees. We both have peace about this and it is certainly 
working. Please pray that we will be a witness to Adi's parents whilst living with them, as neither 
of them are Christians. 
 
Well, if you managed to get to the end of this- congratulations. We hope hearing all the ways in 
which God is at work here has encouraged you. God certainly didn’t take a summer vacation.
